INFORMATION WE OBTAIN
Information You Provide

We gather and retain personal information (such as name and other contact information) that you decide to share
with us on the Site or when reaching out to us.

We will
engage in these activities to comply with a legal obligation and/or because we have a legitimate
interest.

e Aggregate and/or anonymize Personal Information so that it will no longer be considered personal
information. We do so to generate other data for our use, which we may use and disclose for any

purpose.
